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ANSWERS

Yes. The time it takes to complete the task will often vary depending on the
size of the dataset and the script / analysis. We have included a rough time
estimate for each of the sample scripts. For very large datasets, we
recommend: 1) Running the datasets in smaller batches and 2) Saving batch
results to file as the script runs. The TDM Studio virtual computer will
continue processing as long as you log into Jupyter Notebook every 48 hours.

You can create as many datasets as you'll need, but there are a few
restrictions on the Workbench Dashboard. You can have up to 10 datasets on
your Workbench Dashboard at a given time, with each being up to 2 million
documents in size. If you need more space for datasets, you can delete any
datasets off of the Workbench Dashboard after they've been automatically
transferred to the Jupyter environment -- this won't remove them from the
Jupyter notebook.

Yes. You can upload scripts or any type of file, to the Jupyter environment by
following the steps Upload instructions.ipynb file in the Jupyter notebook.

The virtual machine has 4 vCPU cores with 16GB RAM and 100GB storage.

You can install packages to an existing kernel using the command found on
the package's corresponding Anaconda repository page. For more in-depth
instruction or details on installing packages not found on Anaconda
repositories, please see the Installing Third Party Packages section of the
TDM Studio Manual.ipynb file in your studio.

Yes, although you'll need to upload all necessary resources to the Jupyter
environment and use them locally.

You can export any files from TDM Studio as long as you follow TDM Studio's
Supplemental Terms of Use
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
